3. If an indication is made on the cover sheet that the information to be provided with respect to a particular form would be 

unchanged in relationship to a previous year’s form, the date of submission of the previous form should be clearly indicated.

Physicians for Peace (PfP), a non-governmental organization, based in Norfolk, Virginia. PfP initiated a 
Prosthetic Center at Dicle University, Diyarbakır, in which volunteer physicians and prosthetists fit, train 
and rehabilitate amputees including landmine victims with prosthetics, free of charge. 
 
     The Prosthetic Center has been operating as a self-sustainable care center to fit prosthetics and train 
amputees since 2001. The number of the civilian landmine victims (amputees) fitted at the Center 
throughout the past years is as followed:
