Social assistance for people with disabilities is provided through social assistance programs, which in 2025 served more than 35,000 people with disabilities, 

including landmine victims.

3 – Descrição das actividades realizadas 

Antes que tudo, importa frisar que, lamentavelmente, a ICBLCMC, sediada em Genebra na 

Suiça, continua a ser a Única entidade financiadora de DONAKATI. 

a) Sessões de Ecucação cívica   

Esta actividade versa essencialmente na componente Educação Cívica sobre prevenção e perigo 

de acidentes de minas ou de outros engenhos remanescentes de guerra e pesquisa sobre 

possíveis casos isolados de existência ou suspeita de minas. Materializa-se através de realização 

de palestras acompanhadas de demostração de diversos tipos de minas e engenhos explosivos 

feitos de ferro, madeira e plástico. Esta modalidade permite dotar os participantes de 

conhecimentos, sobretudo as crianças, para que fiquem com uma vaga ideia o que é uma mina 

ou outro engenho remanescente de guerra, assim facilmente podem se proteger de possíveis 

acidentes. Esta, ocorre, geralmente, nas escolas ou em comunidades que outrora foram palcos de 

confrontações armadas. Onde se possa reunir o maior número possível de participantes, tem uma 

duração de uma hora e meia, sensivelmente, dependendo do rol das questões que se levanta, 

pois, é de carúácter interativo. 

Desta feita, foi na Província Gaza e trabalhamos sub a supervisão do técnico da acçao do nível 

Provincial, o Senhor Quirino Gune e dos respectivos técnicos locais da acçao social, 

concretamente nos distritos de : 

• Mandlhakazi – 

No dia 29 de Maio de 2025, o Coordenador Luís Wamusse ministrou palestras em duas Escolas 

do Posto administrativo Sede e duas palestras numa Escola Primaria Completa e povoado  de 

Ligaguene. 

• Chibuto –  

No dia 30 de Maio de 2025, o Coordenador o Coordenador Luís Wamusse ministrou palestras 

em duas do posto administrativo do Alto Changane sede e uma no povoado de chicambane 

Desta feita estima-se que um universo de 2500 pessoas, entre professores, funcionários, alunos e 

membros das comunidades que participaram das palestras, foram dotadas de conhecimentos 

sobre a prevençao e perigo de acidentes com minas antipessoal e de Engenhos Remanescentes de 

Guerra ( ERG ), no computo geral.

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b)  Workshops 

Esta actividade é materializada através da realização de seminários que comportam no máximo 

20 participantes, cujo o grupo prioritário são mulheres com deficiencia das zonas rurais, muita 

das vezes, duplamente discriminadas ou postas de fora nas diferentes acções de 

desenvolvimento sócio-económico implementadas ao nível dos Distritos e particularmente 

nassuas zonas residenciais. Abre-se aqui espaço para a incorporação de dois homens com 

deficiência, um líder comunitário, autoridade de combate a violência doméstica, onde houver, 

bem como técnicos do Sector Social em representação do governo local. 

A temática primordial abordada nestes encontros concorre para dotá-los de conhecimentos sobre 

o Tratado de Otawa, Extractos da Convenção das Nações Unidas sobre os direitos das Pessoas 

com Difidência, a divulgação da lei Nr 10/2024, de 7 de Julho, de Protecção e o Respeito dos 

Diretos e Liberdades Fundamentais da Pessoa com Deficiência, com Impedimento Permanente 

de Natureza Fisica, Mental e Sensorial, bem como Debate sobre os princípios básicos de inclusão 

nas diversas esféras da vida sócio-económica e partilha de experiências de vida entre os 

participantes ( casos de superação ). Estas abordagens são de vital importância, principalmente, 

nas zonas rurais onde ainda se regista episódios chocantes, que revelam a prevalência, ainda,  de 

alguma veia retrógrada de machismo. Conhecendo a existência de instrumentos Nacionais e 

Internacionais que lhes protegem poderão melhor se defender e reveindicar os seus direitos. 

Cada seminário tem a duração, aproximadamente, de três horas de tempo. 

Desta feita foram realizados três workshops, em três distritos da Provincia de Gaza, 

designadamente nos Distritos de : 

a ) Chokwe 

No dia 14 de Maio de 2025, teve lugar no Posto Administrativo da vila Sede um Workshop,  

concretamente no Bairro 12, qual tomaram parte 18 pessoaas. 

b) Guijá 

No dia 15 de Maio de 2025 realizou-se o seminario, igualmente, no Posto administrativo da Vila 

Sede, o evento ocorreu, justamente, num compartimento do SDMASG, onde participarm 19 

pessoas. 

c) Limpopo 

Finalmente, ocorreu o ultimo, no dia 16 de Maio de 2025, o ultimo no Posto Administrativo de 

Zongoene, localidade de Povoado de Zongoene.  
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4 - Lançamento do Landmine Monitor 2025 

De principio todas as ocorrências que se registam dentro dos países membros do Tratado de 

Otawa inerentes a minas anti-pessoal e/ERG devem ser reportados ao  Secretariado da 

ICBLCMC, sediado em Genebra. Este, por sua vez, faz triagem das informações que recebeu 

dos governos e da sociedade civil ao longo de um ano, faz o cruzamento e compilação dos dados 

relevantes recolhidos, assim sai o  Relatorio Global, ao que chamamos de Landmine Monitor 

2025. A direcçao da ICBLCMC orienta que os activistas Internacionais que se identificam com 

a causa e as organizações dos sobreviventes membros da ICBLCMC, devem divulgar este 

relatório na medida do possível. Cada organização extrai do relatório a parte que lhe interessar e 

que se adeque a realidade do seu pais e divulgue. 

Foi dentro deste contexto que DONAKATI procedeu a divulgaçao de extractos do Landmine 

Monitor 2025, por intermedio de um workshop que teve lugar no dia 11 de Dezembro de 2025, 

na Provincia de Maputo, Distrito de Manhiça, Posto Administrativo de Maluana, com a 

participação de 40 pessoas, entre as quais se destacam membros da Policia da Republica de 

Moçambique e membros das Forças armadas dxe Moçambique, com maior enfoque para a 

brigada que se lida com Engenhos Explosivos,tendo agregado a componente Educaçao cívica      

( Segundo ilustram as imagens em anexo) 

  

5 – Viagens realizadas 

Não aconteceram viagens de grande envergadura, mas e pertinente realçar que o Coordenador 

Luis Wamusse, por duas vezes teve se deslocar a Provincia de Gaza, por imperativo da 

programação de trabalho que tinha sido previamente acordado com a DPGCAG. 

6- Perspectivas  

     Continuarmos a consolidar a nossa afirmação no seio do movimento associativo em 

Moçambique. 

      Apostarmos na diversificação de áreas de actuação em consonância com as nossas ambições 

e oportunidades que se nos colocam pela frente para dar voôs arrojados, capitalizando as poucas 

conquistas já ganhas. 

       Continuar colaborar com os Ministérios chaves com vista a tornar realidade  a pretensão de   

se realizar um Workshop Nacional para assinalar a passagem dos dez anos, de Moçambique 

como um pais livre de minas. Condensamos a nossa esperança de que seria uma ocasião de 

tentarmos catapultar a componente assistência as vitimas adormecida já há anos como se o 

tratado  estivesse já fechado com a conclusão de desminagem.  
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Acidentes, sobretudo, com crianças vem acontecendo um pouco por todo o pais, o que devia 

constituir uma grosseira preocupação para todos, como um pais declarado livre de minas. 

Depositamos a nossa confiança que a propalada visita de peritos da Unidade de Apoio a 

Implementaçao do tratado, prevista para 2026, venha ajudar o pais a empreender uma nova 

dinâmica, no que tange a operacionalização do tratado no espirito e na letra. 

 

7- Conclusão 

   O balanço que se apresenta não e o mais brilhante e desejável, mas é aquilo que foipossível 

realizar tendo em linha de conta as nossas limitações sem descurar da conjuntura 

socioeconómica do país que, certamente, não está dissociada ou alheia àquilo que se passa pelo 

mundo fora. 

Mas que se diga em abono de verdade que, paulatinamente, fomos conquistando o nosso espaço, 

com a plena consciência de que podemos fazer mais com o envolvimento e contribuição de 

todos.

Apesar de ser, por enquanto, gestor de recursos limitados, em todas as vertentes, DONAKATI já 

trabalhou, obviamente, em colaboração com os governos das Províncias de Cidade e Província 

de Maputo, Inhambane, Niassa, Manica, Zambézia, Cabo Delgado, tendo sido Sofala e Nampula 

as ultimas.  

Em 2025 a organização propõem-se o desafio de abrir uma nova frente, na Província de Gaza. 

Importa frisar que todas estas passagens estão documentadas, facto que poderá constituir um 

sólido subsidio nas nossas próximas aventuras, entanto que DONAKATI.
