ZIMBABWE FEELSTHAT THISDEFINITION ISTOO WIDE AND
LEAVESTOO MUCH ROOM TO STATESPARTIESTO DECIDE
WHAT QUANTIES OF MINES CAN RETAIN. THOUGH WE
AGREE THAT THERE ISNEED TO RETAIN SOME MINESFOR THE
STATED PURPOSES, THE NUMBERS SHOULD BE REASONABLE,
AND SHOULD NOT RUN INTO SEVERAL TENSOF THOUSANDS.

WE PROPOSE THAT THISCOMMITTEE RECOMMEND TO THE
3MSP A CEILING OR MAXIMUM NUMBER THAT A STATE PARTY
MIGHT RETAIN. WE SUGGEST THAT 5000 MINES CAN BE A
STARTING OR DISCUSSION FIGURE, WE FOR EXAMPLE
RETAINED ONLY 700 MINES. WE ALSO SHOULD CONTINUE TO
ENCOURAGE STATE PARTIESTO VOLUNTARILY REVIEW
DOWNWARDSTHE FIGURESTHEY HAVE RETAINED FOR
TRAINING AND DEVELOPMENT OF CLEARANCE TECHNOLOGY.
