Mr President,

From the very beginning, reporting and exchange of information have been in the heart of the
Convention. Inthe early years, they were of great importance for drawing the initial picture of the
problems caused by anti-personnel mines and for guiding the work of the Convention.

This is still valid today: without accurate and detailed information and an annual update of this
information, it is difficult to take the necessary actions for a full implementation of the Convention.
And without an efficient reporting systém, it is difficult to mobilize resources to support the
implementation in those States Parties with needs.

Everyone in this room is aware of that.

However, we have to face the reality : the reporting rate is declining every year and this despite all
our efforts supported by other States Parties, international organizations and civil society. It was
also observed that the information in the Art 7 reports was sometimes of lesser quality and less

complete as the information provided during the meetings of the Standing Committees and in the
Art 5 extension requests.

That is why Belgium, in its capacity of coordinator for the Art 7 contact group, proposed in 2010 a
food-for-thought paper to start discussions on how enhancing the exchange of information. We had
discussions and consultations with all intrested States Parties, international organizations
and civil society. This finally resulted in a roadmap for a better reporting and exchange of
information that | wish to present to this meeting.

But, before coming to that point, let me present you the figures of last year's reporting rate.
~ This will, unfortunatelyy, give a better understanding of the need for a roadmap with a
concrete action plan.
