Of 306 remaining projects, 1,034 hazards covering 79 sq km were
planned for 1392 according to MBT projects list

Of 1,034 hazards planned for 1392, so far 941 hazards covering 58 sq
km are funded

93 hazards covering 21 sq km is the gap
