$35,000 (CHF 26,000) to the Sponsorship Programme, through to

 $300,000 to United Nations Mine Action Service to 

implement its monitoring and evaluation project and to 

update the United Nations Gender Guidelines for Mine 

Action Programmes; and, 

 contributions to key partners as part of multi-year 

agreements, including the Geneva International Centre for 

Humanitarian Demining.
