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President and delegates, 
Thank you for the opportunity to speak on the important topic of transparency measures. 

This Mine Ban Treaty is one of the most universally adhered-to international disarmament 
instruments. As an exemplar of multilateralism, it has made a huge global impact by stigmatizing 
antipersonnel mines, providing a framework for their eradication, and ensuring the protection, 
dignity, and rights of individuals. This success story is underpinned by trust and confidence; 
unfortunately, two qualities in short supply and desperately needed today. 

Transparency reporting is a key tool for maintaining trust and confidence in the convention. By 
reporting on mine clearance, stockpile destruction, and national implementation measures, states 
are able to showcase their accomplishments and impact. States are required to provide a report no 
later than 180 days after joining the treaty, and to submit annual updates by the 30th of April.  
 
There has been good compliance from states providing initial transparency reports. However, as 
was noted on Monday in the presentation by the Chair of Cooperative Compliance, less than half 
of the states parties have met the annual reporting requirement. As was the case in 2021, 2020, and 
2019, as of 14 November 2022, only 49% of States Parties to the Mine Ban Treaty have submitted 
updated annual Article 7 reports for calendar year 2021.1 A total of 83 States Parties have not yet 
submitted a report for calendar year 2021, of which, most have failed to provide an annual 
transparency report for two years, or more.2  
 
States need to report now, and every year, regarding the commitments they adopted in the Oslo 
Action Plan, in particular under Action Item #8, at the convention’s Fourth Review Conference. 
Regular reporting is essential to determining whether the Oslo Action Plan is making an impact.

The Committee on Cooperative Compliance should closely follow-up with states in order to 
ensure on time submissions of their pending Article 7 reports, especially from those states with 
Article 5 clearance obligations and those states who are responsible for a significant number of 
landmine victims. 

Submission of an annual Article 7 transparency report is the minimum level of participation a state 
can make to the convention. Doing so will help demonstrate their commitment to ensuring that the 
Mine Ban Treaty succeeds in achieving the goal of a world without antipersonnel mines.
