Statement delivered
by the delegate of the Republic of Belarus

Your Excellency Mr. Chair,

Distinguished delegates and participants of the Conference,

First of all, let me once again express my deep and sincere gratitude to
the Kingdom of Cambodia and to you personally, Your Excellency
Dr. Ly Thuch, for such a warm welcome, hospitality, attention and
excellent organization of the Conference in picturesque Siem Reap.

The Ottawa Convention and this Conference, in the context of acute
geopolitical contradictions, maintains a non-confrontational and
constructive character. Belarus highly appreciates the humanitarian and
peacekeeping potential of this inclusive forum.

Belarus is very concerned by the reports and statements about the
possibility of transferring anti-personnel mines during armed
confrontation in violation of the Ottawa Convention. Such derogation
from obligations shall not become a legal precedent.

At the same time, it 1s important to build trust between parties of armed
conflicts and encourage them to disclose information about minefields
in good faith. What saves human life should not be punished.



I would like to thank all donors, states and organizations, for their
support to the Convention, countries in need, and victims of anti-
personnel mines.

The acute shortage of financial resources remains one of the main
obstacles to the mine-free world. In this regard, some savings could be
realized through the practice of transferring expensive equipment from
the states that completed relevant stages of humanitarian demining to
other states that are going to start them.

A more inclusive joint planning of assistance to states in need and a
more economically rational and non-politicized use of the
technological, industrial, professional and logistical capacities of States
in the region affected by armed conflict would help to achieve this
objective.

The freed-up resources could be used to support countries most in need,
as well as costly but highly promising innovations. For example,
creating robots and systems using artificial intelligence for
humanitarian demining in mountainous terrain. Such machines will be
useful in the states of the Caucasus, Central Asia and other
mountainous countries.

In conclusion, I would like to thank the distinguished Cambodian Party
for the opportunity to visit the Peace Museum of Mine Action. It left a
strong impression. The cooperation of the States Parties to the Ottawa
Convention in strengthening the culture of remembrance seems to be
something that could become an important avenue for reconciliation
and preservation of peace.
