Dear delegates,

After ratifying the Ottawa Convention, Ukraine undertook obligations to
destruction its stockpiles of anti-personnel mines. This means the destruction
of more than 6.8 million landmines left from the Soviet Union.

Since 2006, Ukraine has successfully fulfilled its obligations under Article
4 of the Ottawa Convention by destruct more than 400,000 PMN-2 mines,
more than 230,000 POMZ, 8,000 PMD-6, 3500 OZM-4, about 150,000 mines
of POM-2 remote installed

Despite the Russian aggression that began in 2014, Ukraine continued to
increase its efforts to destroy stockpiles.

Thus, as a result of the contract concluded between the Ministry of
Defense of Ukraine and the NATO NSPA Agency, signed on February 1, 2013,
about 2.5 million PFM-1 and PFM-1C mines were destroyed.



The contract expired in 2020, NSPA was holding an international tender
to identify a contractor to destroy the remnants of anti-personnel mines.
Unfortunately, work in this direction was stopped due Russian aggression.

Before the full-scale invasion by the russian federation, there were
3,363,828 PFM-1S mines and 605 OZM-4 mines in the storages of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine including mines on the territory of the temporarily
occupied Autonomous Republic of Crimea.

Russia's full-scale illegal war has made adjustments to stockpile
destruction plans. Today, all the resources of Ukraine, as well as the support
of our international partners, are directed on repelling Russian aggression
and preserving Ukrainian statehood and independence.

At the same time, the arsenals and warehouses of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine, where anti-personnel mines of the PFM type are stored, were
subjected to repeated air and missile strikes by the aggressor. Ukraine is now
under constant threat of airstrikes by Russian missiles. Starting from February
24, 2022, the Russian Federation launched 9,239 missiles of various types and
6,218 UAV of the SHAHED type at densely populated cities of Ukraine,
include those which located outside the combat zone.

The warehouses located in the occupied territory were subjected of the
uncontrolled withdrawal of ammunition by the military formations of the
Russian Federation.

Under these circumstances, conducting an inventory and determining the
actual remains of PFM-1C is not considered possible until the complete and
unconditional withdrawal of all military forces of the Russian Federation from
the territory of Ukraine within its internationally recognized borders in
accordance with paragraph 5 of the UN General Assembly Resolution of
February 16, 2023 No. A/ES-11/L.7.
